FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor and it was filed with the Town Clerk prior to this meeting. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  There were none at this time.
REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Dog Control Officer – Marjorie O’Grady-McCann was absent this evening.  There is an updated listing of late dog license renewals.     
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.  A workshop on scanning photographs will be held on April 17th at the Town Hall.  It is open to the public and there is no charge.   
Town Justice- The judges’ reports for March have been filed with the Town Supervisor.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that the county highway department has no work scheduled in the Town of Sandy Creek this year.  The Oswego County Legislature has “gone green”.  All paperwork is now accessed by laptop by the legislators.  
Library – President Michelle Farrand reported that the library board met last evening.  It is National Library Week.  The theme is that the library is the heart and soul of the community.  Posters are on display at the library.  On March 21st a Hunger Games reception was held at the school.  The trustees hope to do more events in the future with the school’s book club.  The electrical work at the library is complete.  Jim Allen filled the library staff in on the library’s last renovation project.  He showed them the generator and explained that it runs for 10 minutes each week.  It does need to be serviced annually.  The basement level was not remodeled due to lack of funding.  The library is now open from 11 am to 8 pm on Thursdays.  They are pursuing a matching grant for children’s books and have raised approximately $80 in the donation jug to date.  Their goal is $350 and there is a donor who will match that.  They have requested an Americorps worker for their summer program.  Some carpet and flooring stills needs replacing.  Mrs. Cascanet is rearranging some tables and carols in the children’s room to make space for some of the shelving units that are in storage.  They are pursuing a construction grant to make the basement into usable space.  They spoke to the electrician about cleaning the chimney and installing a fireplace insert.  The highway department will be filling the potholes near the driveway when the weather permits.  Supervisor Ridgeway suggested the library purchase an answering machine to inform callers of the library’s hours.        
NOCA – The report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance has been received and filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Planning Board – Secretary Pat McCullough summarized the report from the April 3rd meeting due to its length. There are currently 6 site plan reviews, 5 in the town and 1 in the village. The public hearings will be held on May 1st.  The report is on file and available for public inspection in the office of the Town Clerk.      
Highway Superintendent- Mike Kastler read his report for March.  It is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  He has 3 quotes for tree work and suggests TCR Landscaping Inc. of Altmar.  There are trees also behind the Town Hall that need to be removed.  All seasonal workers are off the town’s payroll now.  He would like to purchase a new pickup truck for the highway department.  The board discussed the options of purchasing from OGS bid or requesting bids.
